• 7 of our 19 seniors earned the Presidential Academic 
Excellence Award, which means they had both a 3.5 GPA (or 
higher) and scored at the 85th percentile or higher on the math 
or reading section of the ACT/SAT  
 

• 89% of our graduates plan to attend a four year school; 11% 
plan to attend a two year school  
 

• 42% of the seniors will be attending a public university; 16% 
will be attending a private, secular school; 42% will be 
attending a private, Christian school  
 

• 9 of the 19 seniors are receiving scholarships at the school 
they will be attending.   

 
• They earned $70,000 in 1st year scholarships at the schools
